Preventive Maintenance and Inspections  
It is very important that the product is maintained according to the recommendations developed by Eleiko. 
This is so that the product can achieve the intended lifespan, continue to be safe and for the warranty to be 
valid. 
Eleiko recommends that all work to replace spare parts is carried out by Eleiko technicians or other 
authorized personnel. 
 
Weekly Inspections 
 

- Check the wire for damage. If there is any damage to the wire or its coating, replace it immediately. 
The unit shall not be used while waiting for repair. 

- Check that the pulley wheel does not make any noise which can indicate that the wheel is not working 
properly. This can damage the wire in the long run, replace the wheel immediately. 

- Check that the cable trolley does not make any noise which can indicate that the trolley is not working 
properly. This may also damage other connected parts and impair the units functions. 
 

Regularly 
 

- Clean the surfaces on seats, frames and tubes from dust and dirt. 
- Check that all bolts between parts, walls, floors are properly tightened, according to 

recommendations. 
- Check equipment for sharp edges and replace if necessary. 
- Check tubes and welds for cracks or other defects, replace if necessary.
